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Introduction

As the first Chinese contemporary art centre focusing exclusively on
photography and video art, we are carrying out the mission we set for
ourselves when the Centre was founded: promotion and dialogue building
around contemporary Chinese photography. In addition to holding regular
exhibitions, we also organize a variety of events and children’s education
programs. Through the artist-in-residence program, we promote international
communications and dialogue. We tailor our projects to the Centre’s mission
and strive to realize our development goals in the areas of platform building,
academia and education, in order to establish a solid foundation for future
development.

At the beginning of 2009, we held New York 1983-1993, a momentous
exhibition of photographs taken by renowned Chinese artist Ai Weiwei while
he resided in New York. This was the first time his photography work had been
exhibited worldwide. This was followed by two solo shows featuring the work
of Liu Sheung Hing and that of Zhuang Hui and Dan'Er. At the end of the year,
Three Shadows and the Paradox Foundation of the Netherlands jointly curated
an exhibition presenting the works of Chinese and Dutch photographers.

The focal point of our activities this year was the selection of the artists
who would be included in the first annual Three Shadows Photography
Award and the related exhibition. After reviewing more than three hundred
applications, our jury, composed of five international luminaries of the
photography world, chose Adou, as the first recipient of the Three Shadows
Photography Award. Other winners included Zhu Hongling, who was awarded
the Shiseido Prize for Female Photographers and Jiang Pengyi, who received a
Tierney Fellowhsip. The day of the award ceremony coincided with the opening
of Point of Impact — China through the Eyes of Young Photographers, which
showcased the work of the selected competition participants. We hope to
hold the competition annually in order to foster the healthy development of
contemporary Chinese photography.

In the Fall, Three Shadows was commissioned by the Chinese Ministry
of Culture and the National Art Museum of China to curate Still Life - Chinese
Contemporary Photography, for the Europalia International Arts Festival in
Brussels, Belgium. This gave us the chance to present fourteen photographers

and the Chinese contemporary photography scene to an European audience.

Three Shadows collaborate with both domestic and international
institutions and we hope to open new avenues for development and
partnerships in areas such as library-related activities, exhibitions, publishing
and academic discourse.

Throughout the year, we received much encouragement from institutions
and individuals from China and abroad and we would like to take this
opportunity to express our heartfelt appreciation to all. We hope that we will
continue to receive your support and help and that we can work together
towards the development of Chinese photography.

In 2010, we will persevere in our efforts to fulfill our mission - building
a specialized, professional platform for art. We will strive for excellence in
photography education and will promote the study of Chinese photography.
Lastly, we will reinforce the initiated dialogue between Chinese and
international photography professionals.

Three Shadows Photography Art Centre
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Exhibitions
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Ai Weiwei: New York Photographs 1983-1993
January 2, 2009 - April 18,2009

The exhibition showcased photographs taken by the artist while he lived
in New York in the 80’s and 90’s. None of these had ever been shown before.
They were selected from a collection of over ten thousand photographs
that capture the history, culture and atmosphere of the era, from Ai Weiwei's
unique perspective on art and society. They illustrate the rich variety of the
social life, artistic creativity, people and events around him at the time. These
images document those ten years' evolution but perhaps more importantly
reveal the world through Ai Weiwei’s eyes and trace the beginnings of his
conceptual art practice.

The photographs record his life and work and do carry the stamp of
the times. They are not however a perfect chronicle of the artist’s life in New
York, but rather, may be seen as snapshots of his surroundings that reveal his
thoughts and attitudes at a precise point in time, and are an invaluable piece
of visual history for him personally as well as for contemporary art.

An international jury composed of Bas Vroege, Kataro lizawa, Karen Smith, Christopher
Phillips and Gu Zheng convened at Three Shadows and selected Adou as winner of the 2009
Three Shadows Photography Award. Two other artists also received prizes.: Zhu Hongling
was awarded the Shiseido Foundation Female Photographer Award and Jiang Pengyi
was given a Tierney Fellowship. At the closing of the ceremony, Three Shadows officially
launched the opening of the competition for the 2010 Three Shadows Photography Award.
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June 20, 2009 - July 15, 2009
Johan Nieuwenhuize (The Netherlands)

Dutch photographer Johan Nieuwenhuize was part of the Three Shadows international artist-in-residence program and lived and worked at the Centre for
three months. The works exhibited in Made in China were created during these three months and therefore shown in Beijing for the first time. They reflect the
presence and influence of Chinese manufactured products in the lives of ordinary people. The title chosen for the exhibition “Made in China” has two levels of
meaning - the photographs were created in China as were the objects depicted, which are manufactured, sold and used here.

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Phillip Chen- Origins and Destinations
August 1st, 2009 - August 22, 2009
Phillip Chen



Chinese American artist Phillip Chen’s series of photo-etchings, shown in Origins and Destinations, incorporate two processes: photography and drawing.
The prints were organized by subject matter in order to establish a visual pattern that amplifies the linguistic nature and narrative content of each individual
work. Phillip Chen's installations demonstrated the relationships between different cultural systems, including race relations, personal narrative, gender
politics, family history and international intersections. One of the categories revealed the equation of social and mathematical values.

The photo etching process involves pressing each work on a light sensitive zinc plate on which a half-tone transparency has been exposed to light in the
darkroom. The plate is then chemically developed and acid etched, producing areas, below the surface of the plate, that are protected from the black printing
ink which is hand rolled on the surface. Therefore the black color of each print is the color of the ink and not that of the paper.
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Canadians Cameras at Work: A Video Art and Photography Exhibition

While Canadians enjoy a global reputation for being peaceful and warm-hearted, their rich artistic culture, strengthened
continuously by new emerging talent, has not received the same recognition. Canadians Cameras at Work was an artistic event that intended to present modern
Canadian culture to an international audience through photography and video art.

The works explore a range of issues, settings and groups of people, all connected by their link to Canada as a nation. From dancers practicing their routines,
to soldiers struggling with their losses, to lumberjacks taking a break after a long day’s work, the diversity of the subject matter of the images symbolizes the
country's diversity, with people coming together from all over the word to live in fast-paced cities or peaceful rural areas.
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Seek Truth from Facts - Liu Heung Shing Photographs 1976 -
1983

Curator: Karen Smith
August 8, 2008 - September 19, 2009

“(Liu Sheung Hing) truly followed the injunction by Deng Xiaoping to “seek
truth from facts”. In his photographs, each one a statement of cold fact, he gives
more truth about China than the many volumes of romantic pictures by famous
travelers to the People’s Republic. Instead of a picture postcard version of China,
Liu gives us an incisive, moving and realistic portrait by a genuine artist who is
deeply committed to the Chinese people.”

Liu Heung Shing’s photographs were taken between 1976 and 1983
at a momentous period of transition in Chinese contemporary history. The
photographs, consciously focusing on daily life, document China’s tentative
steps into the post-Mao era. They capture the first shoots of modernity as
the seeds of change were taking root. This was the time of “opening to the
outside world”, when the people sought to reevaluate the recent past, to bring



a tumultuous era to a close, and to move forward into what was then an
unpredictable future. We now live in this “future” which seems all the more
extraordinary as we revisit the photographs of Seek Truth from Facts which
were taken only thirty years ago.

Liu Heung Shing’s photographs reveal how the process of unleashing the
nation’s resourcefulness and energy began. The rest, as they say, is history.
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Yumen 2006 — 2009: A Photography Project

Zhuang Hui and Dan’Er
September 9, 2009 — November 22, 2009

Zhuang Hui and Dan’er
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Zhuang Hui and Dan’Er began planning the Yumen project in 2006. They
surveyed the area and recorded their observations with photographs and videos.
As their exploration progressed, they shifted their focus from changes in the
area’s history, inhabitants and society to the history of oil drilling, the conflicts and
interactions between East and West revolving around oil issues, and reflections on




humanity’s existence. Though their work is not strictly based on sociological
research methodology, their first hand accounts and impressions remain very
valuable.

This research gradually gave shape to an art project: a photography
studio in the city of Yumen that would be open for one year. While this does
not directly reflect the grave social problems brought on by the depletion of
oil resources, it does highlight the life of the people living in the area.

In 2008, the artists opened a real photography studio in Yumen,
providing all the services found in any other studio, such as ID photos, art
photographs and group portraits. Makeup, clothing, props, sets and lightings
were carefully chosen in order to reflect the popular styles and aesthetic
preferences prevalent in that part of the country.

Zhuang Hui and Dan’Er transplanted the photo studio and its results
into the context of an art space. One year of real life was compressed into
a defined area: artwork and functional images fused into one. At the Three
Shadows Photography Art Centre, Zhuang Hui and Dan‘Er’s project addressed
the many explicit and implicit issues related to photography. The combination
of the presentation of background information and the installation of these
functional photographs organically created this artwork. Art and function
interacted, allowing people to look differently at simple photographs.
Through them, viewers could recognize the significance of the aesthetic
choices of others, expanding and enriching the meaning of photography art.

Three Shadows celebrated its second year by hosting a party to express
appreciation for the support it has received in the past two years.

Still Life: Chinese Contemporary Photography was jointly organized and
curated by the Three Shadows Photography Art Centre in Beijing and the
Bozar Expo team in Belgium. The exhibition was part of the 2009 Europalia

The Three Shadows library opened its doors in June 2007. Its books
and catalogues reflect the mission of the Centre and are for the most part
dedicated to photography. The library started with a collection on 500
volumes which were the personal collection of Three Shadows Founders:
Rong Rong and inri. Thanks to the help and generous contributions of many
institutions and individuals, the number of books held in our library now
reaches 3,000. The space of 60 sgm can accommodate ten readers at a time.

In the future, we hope to further develop in order to be able to give the
necessary resources to researchers from China and abroad for their study on
photography.

The library periodically hosts for conferences and workshops.

In 2009, donations from Chinese and foreign artists, various institutions
and publishing houses added another 300 volumes to our library collection.
